2.E – Complete contact information is needed – Name, Address, Phone

3.B – This spreadsheet example is for a spay/neuter project.  We realize you may not know how many male or female animals you will alter – please estimate this number.  Add a 50 words or less paragraph describing the project. 

3.C –Complete contact information is needed for each person/business listed – Name, Address, Phone 
4.B – 200 words or less

•Double-check you have copies of the following attached to the application:

1. IRS Tax Exempt Determination Letter (This should be an updated letter within the last 3 years.  If you need an updated letter, call the number listed on the top right hand side of your current letter and they will guide you through the quick process.  You should receive the letter within two weeks after request.)
2. Articles of Incorporation (The old version of this document is very long and we only need the front page which has the organization’s name, date and secretary of state signature.)

4. Recent Audit and/or a DETAILED Financial Statement from the previous year or last 12 months.
